ALCI Landscape Awards 2012        

The ALCI Landscape Awards are held to celebrate our industry’s commitment to maintaining and improving standards in the Landscape Sector.

They pay tribute to ALCI members across Ireland, North and South, who demonstrate exceptionally high standards of professionalism and skill in the execution of a wide variety of landscape projects.
Entry Guidelines

1. The Landscape Awards are made annually by the Association of Landscape Contractors of Ireland to encourage and foster higher standards of construction and design in landscaping.
2. The Entry Application to be submitted by Contractor who is a Full Member of ALCI.
3. The 2012 Landscape Awards are for contracts that have a Practical Completion of construction work during the period:  1st January 2009 – 30th June 2012
4. Entries in each category will be assessed upon their quality and standards of professional workmanship.

5. Applicants must enter the Awards by means of the entry pack and Entry Fee. The entry fee is €25 + VAT(€30.75) for the first entry and €35 + VAT(€43.05) for each subsequent entry. The closing date for submissions is Saturday 30th June 2012. The Entry Form must be completed in full and must include all information and entry material requested. All materials are submitted at Entrant’s own risk.
6. An Entry will not be accepted unless the Entry Fee is enclosed.

7. Contracts which have won Category Awards in any year cannot be entered again, except under the Maintenance Category. However, any Entry that has been awarded an AWARD OF MERIT may be entered again in any Category.

8. If more than one Contractor is involved in a particular Scheme (Landscape Scheme) this fact should be clearly stated on the Entry Form and particular areas which are being entered should be clearly defined.

9. The Client must be agreeable to allow entry into the Landscape Awards Scheme. If necessary, a letter of agreement must be obtained and submitted with further permission allowing inspection of properties involved: this information is to be submitted with the Entry.

10. Judging of the entries is expected to take place during August. Entrants will be advised in advance if their site is to be visited. Contactors must not be present when judging is taking place.
11. The Independent Adjudicators will be appointed by each Region of the Association. The Adjudicators’ decisions are final and no correspondence will be entered into.
12. Entries will be visited by an Adjudicator at their discretion.

13. Awards and Awards of Merits will be made in each category entirely at the discretion of the judges. Awards will be made to the Landscape Contractor who completed the work, to the designer (who may also be the Contractor) and to the client whose property was landscaped. 

14. The Bog Oak Trophy will be presented to the Best Overall Entry, and will be kept in confidence and announced at the Awards Night on Friday 12th October in the Slieve Donard hotel, Newcastle, Co Down.

The general impact that the scheme makes in the initial stages of the inspection

Soft Landscape Material   30 Marks

The standard of plant material used in the scheme including lawn areas where they exist

Hard Landscape Material   30 Marks
The standard of materials used in the construction of paved areas, walls and other features including kerbs, steps, seating etc.

Scale of Endeavour   10 Marks

The extent of challenges faced by the contractor in completing the work. Extra works entailed in features such as pools, fountains, sculpture etc.

Merit Points   10 Marks

The overall quality of the scheme in regard to the standard appropriate for an award

Note: Where hard landscape elements in a scheme are not the responsibility of the contractor, the maximum score out of 70 marks will be converted to a percentage.

Judge’s Comments

You will note that we have included 10% for the quality of information received from the contractor.  That was done to give credit to those who took the time and interest in providing the judges with basic information about what they did and where the site is located.   The motivation is to encourage the contractors to provide more information, especially those who have submitted weak and incomplete applications in the past.  
The next 10% is for overall impression.  In a way, this deals with design and how the scheme either makes an impression or doesn’t make an impression.  
The meat in the judging is the soft and hard landscape elements (30% each) and we devised a scheme to cater for situations where the hard landscape work was not the responsibility of the ALCI member.  Previous criteria had allocated marks to lawns, borders etc.  We found those systems unworkable because lawns for example varied in size from one scheme to another and didn’t exist at all in some. 

Another criterion we devised was the scale of endeavour (10%) which was aimed at considering the challenge that the contractor had encountered.  It gave us flexibility to recognise such difficulties where they existed. 
Finally, we included a merit criterion which essentially related to whether we felt that the achievement was award status.
